The draft options
will be presented at a public hearing on January 10, 2012 at 7:00 p.m. in Committee Room E, City Hall. Saskatoon
citizens are invited to attend this meeting to provide comments and input. Prior to the meeting the ward boundary
options will be available for viewing at City Hall and will also be posted online. This impacts Fairhaven significantly!
There are three options that include Fairhaven leaving Ward 3 to join Ward 2 (Montgomery, Meadowgreen, Pleasant
Hill, Riversdale, Holiday Park). Should we ever decide to amalgamate with Parkridge Community Association does this
mean we would potentially have two councillors for one community association? For more info, please come to the
meeting and voice your opinion.
